Using Chrome for Android 
 

• Launch Chrome for Android 

• Search for the Studyladder site 

• Select the menu button on Chrome  

• Then select ‘Add to homescreen’ 
 

Using Firefox on Android 
 

• Launch Firefox 

• Search for the Studyladder site 

• Select the menu button on Firefox 

• Select the Page option 

• Select ‘Add to Home Screen’. 
 

 

 

 

 

Creating an ‘app’ will only work with Safari on apple devices 
 

• Launch Safari 

• Search for the Studyladder site, select the log in page 

• Select the share button on the browser (see image right) 

• You will be asked to name the link and then select add 
 

 

Note: if you are using an older apple device you may find that the older version of Safari will not be able to cope with updated 
security on many sites, including Studyladder 

 
 

If you use Chrome on apple devices – you can save our site as 
a bookmark 
 

• Launch Safari 

• Search for the Studyladder site, select the log in page 

• Select the star button on the browser (see image right) 

• You will be asked to name the bookmark, the and then select
